Course Curriculum- Students will show success in reading (including but not limited to: authentic Spanish newspaper articles, poetry, and short stories), writing, speaking (oral presentations in Spanish), and listening activities.

Grades- Grades are cumulative and are based on; participation, board work, listening activities, quizzes, tests, the trimester final, and written assignments/projects.  Students will receive a new vocabulary list each week and will have a quiz on that list at the end of the week.  There will be a grammar quiz every 2-3 weeks.
